NOTE: Scholarship funds will be awarded to the student for the Fall semester upon evidence of
enroliment at the Leech Lake Tribal College and satisfactory academic standing.

Criteria:

1. Applicant must be enrolled as a full time student at LLTC for the Fall semester.

2. Applicant must have a cumulative GPA of 2.5 or Higher.

3. Applicant must be currently enrolled in or have a demonstrated interest in Indigenous leadership
and studying & preserving the Ojibwe language.

4. Applicant must be an enrolled member of the Leech Lake Band of Ojibwe.

In the event that the above criteria cannot be met, a student may be selected that most closely fits
the above criteria.
