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of community colleges in empowering students to contribute to
the economic and social health of their communities.

Several books published in 2015 include: Promoting Global
Competence and Social Justice in Teacher Education: Successes
and challenges within local and international contexts
(co-edited); and On Exploring Craft: Writers as Architects.
Another book, Teaching and Learning in Higher Education:
Studies of Three Student Development Programs (2013),
explores the teaching and learning processes that enable high
academic achievement in the Meyerhoff Scholars Program at
the University of Maryland, Baltimore County, the premedical
program at Xavier University in New Orleans, and the
Opportunity Programs at Skidmore College in New York; while
Supplementary Education: The Hidden Curriculum of High
Academic Achievement (2005), argues that high academic
achievement is associated with exposure to family and
community-based activities and learning experiences that occur
outside of school in support of academic learning. Affirmative
Development: Cultivating Academic Ability (2008), posits that
academic abilities are not simply inherited aptitudes but rather

can be developed through pedagogical and social interventions.
